This endeavor was somewhat out of the ordinary as there was no kit and alas....no directions.  Stacy split the workshop into two meetings with the first meeting covering techniques to cutting out the foam core and placement of doors and windows to assure alignment of the timbers.  The second meeting addressed adding paper clay between the timbers to replicate chinking and placing the structure on a small frame to which we added landscaping. The whole process taught the group to look for the order of assembly and to have confidence to work on our own.
